The UNEP Global Youth Forum on the Environment, under the theme  "Strengthening the Rio Accord and better understanding of environmental rights and responsibilities in the 21st century”, will bring together five hundred youth leaders from around the world to discuss global environmental issues, coupled with regional meetings, leadership training workshops, plenary and interactive discussions, hands‑on conservation activities, as well as cultural events.

The goals of the UNEP Global Youth Forum on the Environment [UNEPGYF2001] are three-fold. 

ONE - to review and report on the implementation of the sustainable development agenda, to discuss the progress made since the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development (UNCED) of Rio de Janeiro, in 1992, to examine the commitments made by governments and other multi-stakeholders and their implementation, to examine the extent to which countries remain committed to pursuing the sustainable development objectives agreed in Rio, and extent to which young people have been part of this process.  

TWO - to make the linkages between global environmental concerns, and the recognition of the right of every person to live in an environment adequate to his or her health and well-being, and the  duty, both individually and in association with others, to protect and improve the environment for the benefit of present and future generations. Also the recognition that adequate protection of the environment is essential to human well-being and the enjoyment of basic human rights! An entry point and a platform to clearly show that, the Environment as one of the fundamental principles governing human rights.

THREE - to create and mobilize a global youth movement, and reach a consensus on global partnership and responsibility within the youth community that will channel and further build on youth environmental work beyond 2002, through the development of Regional Youth Plans of Action and a Global Youth Environmental Agenda.
